THE following letter was written by a resi-
dent of Pewee Valley to Amelia Moody
who was born and lived here until she was
a young lady:

April 5th, 1924.
Dear Old Miss:

If you keep moving around I will finally
learn how to spell all of the important cities
of the United States. No sarcastic remarks
now about the rush I cause the Post Office
people. I am naturally a very polite person,
I don’t think I owe more than ten letters.
But honest now, what is the good of inflicting
your miseries on your friends. I have had
very little else to give them this winter. It
has been one long fight between me and the
world and the flesh and the devil. With the
flesh in the lead. Your friend Dr. .. yanked,
pulled, sawed and finally dug out my tonsils
about three weeks ago. I think he would
make a much better plumber than a doc-
tor. Nothing could have been more utterly
ghastly. Thirty full minutes of actual cutting
and he doesn’t give an aesthetic and of course
the first gush of blood removes the effect of
a local. It was more like a bull fight than
anything I can describe. He insists that he
never had to go through anything quite so
bad and was very nervous and excited. But
I used much stronger language to express my
side of it.

Every year I have some kind of spring
pruning to go through with and I am re-
lieved to have this ones behind me, although
I still feel like a worm and am not sure yet
that they have found the trouble. Three

Miss Fanny had a tea the other day to meet
Mrs. Reimers and five of the people were
deaf, and nobody except Lillian Fletcher
under fifty. I had a sore throat so you can
imagine how much I got out of it. Once I
tried to tell Miss Lizzie Hunt that it was a
very late spring and she thought I said I had
lost my ring, so I gave it up as a bad job and
drank lots of tea. Miss Fanny finally took
pity on us and played the piano.

I understand Miss Fanny sent Old Aunt
Lucinda a Valentine this year of a comical
looking hobo presenting a bunch of flowers
which had a dollar bill pinned on to them;
and Aunt Lou keeps it in her Bible and shows
it to everybody as a picture of Alex Craig
and will not be convinced that it is not Alex.

Miss Hay broke one of her front teeth out
at the last meeting of the Ladies Aid trying
to eat one of the .. cakes. And somebody
made the remark that the Ladies Aid meet-
ing were getting rather untoothsome. Poor
Mrs. Armstrong has been quite upset this
winter because she hasn’t been able to make
anything good for the meetings because she
can’t use any flavoring. The .. boys swipe
all of her vanilla and get drunk on it.

THE following advertisement appeared in
the Courier-Journal on July 30, 1869.

“For sale — in Pewee Valley — ‘Hillside
Cottage’ and 10 acres ground — lies immedi-
ately on the railroad adjoining St. James
Episcopal Church and within 5 minutes walk
of the depot. The house is now being built
and will be ready for occupancy August 10;
is Swiss in style and contains 10 rooms, has
all requisite closets with storerooms and
cellar. Must be seen to be appreciated. Will
take good low-priced city property in part
payment. Apply on the premises to John F.
Dickson, Trustee.”

There were several owners of Tanglewood
prior to July of 1951 when Mr. and Mrs.

Grove Gleason acquired the property. There
are now 16 acres with the charming victorian
home, and a cottage which was built in 1953.
Each room has its own fireplace. Ponies and
burros graze on the picturesque grounds. The
whole estate has a rather quaint, informal,
natural beauty. The Gleasons’ two children,
Carole and David, were raised at Tanglewood
and presently their two grandchildren, Kristen
and Cynthia Reynolds (of Ash Ave., Pewee
Valley) spend time there.

Tanglewood is mentioned throughout the
Little Colonel Stories as the home of Mary
Ware, the Little Colonel’s friend. In fact, that
is how it got its name! The Little Colonel
used to enjoy walking among the wildflowers
at Tanglewood. She was proposed to amidst
the lillies of the valley there. She and her
friends would spend time sitting in the shade
by the Tanglewood stile, which is still there.
People could be seen on Sunday going over
it into the churchyard. During the period be-
fore Tanglewood was built all the residents
of Pewee Valley enjoyed themselves on the
grounds as it was a public park. Take a
glimpse the next time youre driving down
LaGrange Road!
